Kissing of the Hands of a Newly Ordained Priest 
 
Having said the words of blessing, the priest lays

hands to him or her to be kissed. The latter presses a 
kiss on the hands that have just been consecrated with 
holy oil to the service of Christ and His Church. 

The kissing of the hands of the newly ordained priest 
is an ancient sacramental, possibly as old as the very

Such a wonder-
ful manifestation of reverence and faith on the part of the 
faithful serves also as a most impressive lesson to the new 
priest. He must strive his whole life-time to be deserving of 
this reverence, by following the 
way marked out for him by the 
divine Master, who has called the 
young priest to be one of his fa-
vored friends.
