From the Pastor 
 I want to give you an update today about 

the Church restoration project that so many 
eagerly await. When the Latin Mass came to ICC three 
years ago, there were some immediate and pressing 
needs that had to be met to enable the day-to-day use of 
the Church for the traditional rites. The first was to pro-
vide confessionals suitable for the traditional form of 
confession, which was addressed by the building of two 
confessionals. The second was to provide a place for 
parents with agitated children so that Masses would not 
have to be attended by them on the front steps of the 
Church. This need was met through the recently com-
pleted vestibule renovation project. From the beginning 
of the Latin Mass here, the arrangement of the sanctuary 
has been an issue. In 1958, the original high altar of the 
Church was removed. Sometime after that, the sanctuary 
was renovated to accommodate Mass facing the congre-
gation. In order to bring the priest as close to the congre-
gation as possible, the sanctuary was completely reno-
vated with the two of the original three altar steps being 
extended well throughout the sanctuary. This is the ar-
rangement of the sanctuary today. For the past three 
years, we have been coping to the best of our ability with 
the situation as we addressed the most pressing needs 
listed above, but the situation has not been ideal. The 
current sanctuary arrangement requires us to modify the 
traditional ceremonies, since the rubrics of the Tradi-
tional Latin Mass assume that the ceremonies will take 
place in the sanctuary space between the congregation 
and the high altar. However, in our sanctuary, that space 
was almost completely eliminated in the renovations of

After performing historical research and consulting 
with contractors and engineers over the past year, we 
have solicited a bid for this next phase from the same 
company who did the high-quality work on the vestibule, 
Ayars and Ayars, Inc. of Lincoln, Nebraska. They have

brought in structural engineers, architects, carpenters, 
artists and other professionals and have presented us 
with a very detailed bid. The project would include re-
storing the arrangement of the sanctuary: moving the

tion, building the traditional three altar steps, installing 
marble tile flooring throughout the sanctuary, restoring 
the other steps at the entrance of the sanctuary and 
removing the current altar and side statue shrines in 
preparation for the installation of a new high altar, side 
altars, Communion rail and pulpit. Because we have not 
yet procured those items, this project will include prepar-
ing the sanctuary for marble altars should we be fortu-
nate enough to procure such. The ballpark figure for this 
initial work is $75,000 - $95,000. The Building Committee 
and Finance Committee are currently reviewing the pro-
posal, but given the amount of specialized and structural 
work involved, this seems to be a fairly close bid. Now it 
is up to the parish to decide if it is willing to go ahead 
with the project. In other words, can we (will we?) rise to 
the occasion of funding this next step to restore our 
beautiful Church to traditional splendor, given the other

At ICC, the Feast will be 
kept on the Thursday beginning with a 
High Mass at 6:30 p.m. followed by the 
Solemn Procession with the Blessed 
Sacrament. In this procession, the Blessed Sacrament is 
carried through the streets of the neighborhood to bring 
Our Lord in the Most Blessed Sacrament to the world. 
Parish groups are asked to process together with their 
banners ahead of the clergy. All those not part of a parish 
group process behind the Blessed Sacrament. Children 
having made First Holy Communion in recent years are 
asked to wear their First Communion outfits and walk at 
the front of the procession with the girls strewing rose 
petals along the path. The procession route will be the 
same as last year, roughly nine blocks. The pace will be 
slow and the terrain fairly easy. Chants and hymns will be 
sung along the way, and the procession will stop at two 
altars of repose where Benediction will be given. Please
