From the Pastor

SANCTUARY RESTORATION PROJECT
(continued from last week). From the time
when the Traditional Latin Mass began at ICC almost
three years ago, we began saving for a restoration/
renovation of the Church by establishing a “Building
Fund.” Many have contributed to this fund, a few on a
regular basis. Some of those who contributed desig-
nated their donations specifically for the “High Altar.”
This designated money is most of the current balance of
the Building Fund. The previous two projects, the con-
struction of the confessionals and the vestibule renova-
tion project, were funded by a combination of donations
specifically made for those projects, from savings and
from undesignated Building Fund contributions. Cur-
rently, there is about $20,000 in the Building Fund and
we have maybe another $30,000 available in savings.
The savings is available to the sanctuary project so long
as we continue to meet our current weekly budgeted
income goal as published in the bulletin to keep the
parish running. If the project is roughly $85,000, that
would whittle the amount needed to be raised to
$35,000 to do this project. That seems like a very reach-
able goal. A few people have hinted that perhaps they
have a contribution they are keeping back for the high
altar. If so, now is the time to show your cards so we can
determine whether or not this project is feasible. The
best way to get the project moving would be to move up
that number in the Building Fund while continuing to
meet our weekly budget. The question to the parish is
this: are we ready to begin the restoration of the heart
of the Church, the sanctuary?

My name is Paul Leung and | am a
» seminarian from the Fraternity of

After graduating from college, one day | found out
that the Tridentine Latin Mass was said in a school
chapel in Hong Kong every two weeks. At the time
when | first attended the Latin Mass, | had been look-
ing for a religious community to join, but then | was
not sure it was God's will. | was inspired to become a
traditional priest by a missionary priest who | knew.
He was an old priest and said the Latin Mass devoutly,
which | noticed impressed young people in particular.
He encouraged me to become a priest. Soon after-
wards, a priest from the Fraternity of St. Peter came
to Hong Kong to assist the Latin Mass community. |
seized this opportunity to tell him my wishes. After
due considerations, the next year | was accepted to
join the Fraternity of St. Peter.
