Advertising for Parish Groups

As the parish grows and the Traditional Latin Mass
becomes more established at I.C.C., various groups and clubs
are being formed. One of the things that determines the
success of a club, group or activity is the quality and quantity
of advertising done for it. Because a variety of groups are
flourishing here and the parish is quite an active one, it is not
possible for the priests to be responsible for the advertis-
ing of these things. They are just too busy with many other
details of parish life, plus they have their own classes and
events to keep track of. It is the responsibility of each club or
group and the organizers of special activities to ensure that
bulletin announcements are submitted, posters are hung, or
whatever other advertising is desired. Here are some guide-
lines and suggestions for advertising your group or activity.

1. Bulletin announcements should be submitted
well in advance to allow time for approval. The deadline
for the Sunday bulletin is now Monday at Noon.

2. Pulpit announcements are generally reserved for
major parish-wide events or unforseen last-minute
changes and should be submitted as far in advance as
possible. The priests have the final say as to what, if any-
thing, will be announced from the pulpit.

3. We suggest that all groups submit a calendar of
events to the rectory office for inclusion on the parish-
wide calendar. This will help to prevent scheduling con-
flicts. Plus, your calendar can appear on the ICC website
and will be accessible 24/7 to everyone. If your group has
a larger number of events each month, our new software
will allow us to give your club its own calendar on our
website, so talk to the office if you are interested in that.

4. We also have the ability to email the members of
your group automatically for regular event reminders or for a
one-time event. Talk to the office if you are interested in this.

5. All posters/flyers/handouts/literature/holy cards/etc.
displayed or distributed in the Church must have the ap-
proval of the priests before they are set out. This is actually
required by Canon Law! Any literature, no matter how good
you think it is, will be thrown out if it has not been approved.

The key to good advertising is planning it in ad-
vance. Please call the office if you have any questions.
